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General: Fire protection training courses

Since the ambition of Stockholm-Bromma is that all employees stationed at the
airport should have a knowledge of fire protection and heart-lung resuscitation
(HLR) as well as the necessary knowledge of emergency evacuation procedures, the
airport’s Rescue Service will be providing a fire training course this coming autumn.
The course will take place every Tuesday and Thursday between 1 and 3 p.m.,
starting on September 8. The course, which includes how to use hand-held fire
extinguishers, deal with fires in clothing and evacuate a smoke-filled area, will be
offered until December 17.

Emergency evacuation drills will be held yearly. Every second year, the airport will
offer fire protection training, and every second year it will offer training in HLR
(also called cardiopulmonary rescuscitation, CPR).

All participation will be documented by the Rescue Service. It is the responsibility
of all managers to follow up this matter and send their staff members to each training
course.
